DIRECTIONS  
 

 
From West (Turnpike & Route 30):  Turnpike Exit 67 (Irwin) Take Route 30 East   
approximately 6 miles.  Take Pittsburgh St. Exit—follow to Main St.  Make a left on 
Main St. (Downtown Greensburg).  Go just past the courthouse (on left) and make a 
left on Otterman St.  Continue 2 blocks and make a right on Harrison Ave.  ASH is on 
right.  Entrance next to State Store.  Black awning above the door.  (See Parking) 
 
From East (Turnpike) and South:  Turnpike Exit 75 (New Stanton) Take 119 North 
approximately 8 miles.  It will become Main St (Downtown Greensburg). Go just past 
the courthouse (on left), and make a left at the light on Otterman St. Go two blocks 
and make a right on Harrison Ave.  ASH is on right.  Entrance next to State Store. 
Black awning above the door.  (See Parking) 
 
From East on Route 30:  Take Rt. 30 West. Follow "Greensburg Business District".  
Keep right and follow a little over a mile, where the road splits, get into center lane.  
Go to the top of the hill (Courthouse is now on your left). Continue 2 blocks and 
make a right on Harrison Ave.  ASH is on right.  Entrance next to State Store.  Black 
awning above the door.  (See Parking) 
 
From North on Rt. 22:  Take Business Rt.66 about 8 miles, it will turn into Main St.  
When you see the courthouse in front of you (on right) make a right at the light on 
Otterman St.   Go two blocks and make a right on Harrison Ave.  ASH is on right.    
Entrance next to State Store.  Black awning above the door.  (See Parking) 
 
 
PARKING:  Parking is available in the Robert Bell Parking Garage on the    
corner of Otterman St. and Harrison Ave.  There is also limited parking in the 
Lot on the corner of Harrison Ave. and Ehalt St. across from The Supper Club.
